Students receive personalized coaching, engage in learning communities and cultural
support, and complete requirements for an alternative teaching certification. Continued
employment in partner school districts may be available upon program completion.

Educational Experiences and Outcomes

» iIMATE participants teach full-time for two years at a partner school while earning a Master
of Arts in Teaching (MAT) degree (39-40 credit hours) and completing requirements for an
alternative teaching certification.

 MAT coursework expands knowledge in pedagogy, current educational practices, and the
processes of teaching and learning.

» Students work with a university supervisor and school mentor to receive real-time
feedback on teaching methods and classroom management.

e Courses are more concentrated during the summer, allowing participants to focus on
teaching during the academic year.

» iMate coursework is specifically designed to support international students’ success. All
iMate participants engage in teacher-learning communities each fall and spring semester.

e Upon graduation, iMate participants may have the opportunity to continue teaching at
their partner school.
